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THE 28TH INTERNATIONAL VOCATIONAL TRAINING COMPETITION

The 28th International Vocational Training Competition (alias International Skill Olympics)
is held in Osaka from Oct. 21 to Oct. 27, 1985. In commemoration of this competition, a 40yen
postage stamp was issued on Sep. 13, 1985.

The 1st competition, which took place in Spain in 1950, had participants from Spain and neigh-
bouring Portugal. Since then the competition has had the increasing number of participating coun-
tries and competitors and yet grown to be the skill festival for young skilled workers. The main
objectives of the competition are to promote vocational training in each participating country and
to contribute industrial development as well as to foster mutual understanding and fellowship a-

mong young participants.

Over 300 competitors join the 28th competition from 18 countries/areas to contend in 34 trades.

This is the second time for Japan to hots the internationalcompetition following the 19th com-
petition in Chiba-city in 1970.
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
